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ARTICLE l
- NAME
The name of this organization shall be the Finneytown Music Parents Association, a non-

profit organization associated with the Finneytown Local School District, Springfield
Township, Hamilton County, in the State of Ohio.

ARTICLE Il
STATEMENT OF PURPOSE

Section 1
The purpose of the Finneytown Music Parents Association shall be to support the
musical education of all Finneytown students within both the Middle and Senior High
Instrumental and Vocal school music programs regardless of race, color, creed, sex
or national origin.

Section 2
The Association shall be operated exclusively for the educational purposes within the
meaning of section 501 (c) (3) of the Internal Revenue Code of 1954. No part of the
net earnings of the association shall benefit its officers, members, or any private
individual; no substantial part of its activities shall be to carry on propaganda, or
otherwise attempt to influence legislation, or to participate in, or intervene in
(including the publishing or distributing of statements) any p0|Ith8| campaign on
behalf of any candidate for publlc office.

ARTIC LE 1]
- POWERS
This corporation shall have the powers granted to corporations not for profit under the laws of

the State of Ohio, provided that the corporation shall not have and shall not exercise any of
the following powers with respect to any incorporation, member of the Executive Board,




member or a member of the family of any of the foregoing, any person who has made a
substantial contribution to the corporation or a member of his family, or a corporation
controlled by an incorporation, member of the Executive Board, member or a substantial
contribuor, through the ownership, directly or indirectly, of fifty percent (50%) or more of the
total combined voting power of all classes of stock entitied to vote or fifty percent (50%) or
more of the total value of shares of all classes of stock of such controlled corporation:

1. Lend any part of its income or corpus, without the receipt of adequate security and a
reasonable rate of interest.

2. Pay any compensation in excess of a reasonable allowance for salaries or other
compensation for personal services actually rendered.

3. Make any part of its services available on a preferential basis.

4. Make any substantial purchase of securities or any other property for more than
adequate consideration in money or money's worth.

5. Sell any substantial part of its securities or any other property for more than
adequate consideration in money or money's worth.

6. Engage in any other transaction which results in a substantial diversion of its
income Or COrpus.

ARTICLE IV
MEMBERS

Section 1
Membership shall be open to:
(a) parents of all students participating in this School Music Program
(b) teachers conducting this School Music Program;
(c) Finneytown Middle and High School alumnae of this School Music Program and
their parents
(d) other individuals interested in the School Music Program

Section 2

All persons who were members of the predecessor unincorporated organization shall
constitute the initial members of the Association.
